3. They show an increased interest in school and school 
work 

4. They get used to their new routines and school 
organisation with great ease 

5. They experience curriculum continuity. 

Attending open days and/or an orientation evening will help 
both of you come to grips with what is expected in the next 
year. 

Remember Shanklea Primary School will hold a transfer taster 
day on the morning of Thursday 4th July 2019. Children will 
spend time with their new teacher and classmates. Year 6 
children will spend the whole day at their next school.
